Marina (14) and Emma Jane (15) Pendleton began Suzuki violin lessons with Karen
Naifeh Harmon 11 years ago. The girls were introduced to fiddling at ages 5 and 6,
respectively, by the “First Lady of Country Fiddle”, Jana Jae, and have enjoyed competing
in fiddle contests and performing ever since. The girls were privileged to perform in concert
with Lyle Lovett and at galas honoring Garth Brooks and Toby Keith. They also performed
in Branson, on national TV, and are regulars on a local kids’ TV series. Emma Jane is the
reigning Kansas State Fiddle Champion, Patsy Montana National Yodeling Champion, and
Grand Lake National Fiddle Fest Jr. Champion. Marina is the reigning Oklahoma Jr. Fiddle
Champion and Kansas Jr. Fiddle Champion. Marina has also won prizes for her mandolin-
playing, which is mostly self-taught. Together, Emma Jane and
Marina are the 2009 Colorado State Twin-Fiddle Champions.

Virginia Pendleton started learning to play her grandmother’s violin
in5" grade in the elementary school orchestra, and had to quit after
6™ grade because her junior high had no orchestra. The seed of
violin playing lay dormant until she intro-
duced Emma Jane and Marina to the
violin around 1996. Virginia also took up
4 the mandolin a few years ago and joined
in the family band playing fiddle and mandolin.

Scott Pendleton kept a guitar under his bed gathering dust for
10 years until Jana Jae encouraged him to learn backup rhythm
guitar for his fiddle-playing daughters.
He plans to keep his day job.

David McNamee, Virginia's brother :
from Houston, got his first acoustic guitar at age 11, and later took
up the electric bass, performing regularly with many rock, country,
and blues bands. By popular demand, David took up the upright

bass and drums and also performs and
records with the

Pendleton Family

Fiddlers.

Cowboy Jim Garling lives in Guthrie,
where he teaches fiddle and guitar to 50
students. He is president of the Western
Music Association’s
Oklahoma chapter. He
frequently performs at
such venues as The
National Cowboy and
Western Heritage
Museum in Oklahoma
City and the Cheyenne
Cowboy Symposium in
Wyoming.

Travis Gregg was born in Lawton. A pilot
in World War I, he achieved the rank of
major. After the war, he and his brother
owned Red Star Oil Company, a
distributor for
Texaco. Because
he was so funny at
parties, Travis was
urged by a friend to
audition for the
Olio. That was 14
years ago. He has
been making
Spotlight audiences
laugh ever since.

Victoria Hannath is 14. She has been
performing since 2006. She has
appeared in Children's Letters to God,
James and the Giant Peach, Jesus Christ
Superstar, High School Musical,
Afternoon of the Elves, Footloose, Wait
Until Dark, Tom
Sawyer and Peter
Pan. She made her
debut in The
Drunkard in March
2009. In addition to
theatre, Victoria
also enjoys dance
and piano.

John Hansen is an actor, singer,
songwriter and playwright who has been
involved in theatre in the Tulsa area for
over 30 years.

Steve Perdue received
his Bachelors degree in
education at OBU in
Shawnee and his
Masters at ORU in
Tulsa. A professional
educator for more than
21 years, he works as
the Pastor of Preschool
at Cornerstone Church in Sand Springs.

Pamela Ross has lived in Tulsa her
entire life, but had never heard of the
Spotlight until a friend in the cast invited
her. She enjoyed it so much that she has
been volunteering for over a year. “Each
show is just as much fun as the last.”

"Ragtime Bill" Rowland started playing
piano by ear at age three and has been
playing and composing music ever since.
He works as a computer programmer,

evangelist, and a silent movie
accompanist. As a composer, his
published works include not only piano
solos but also anthems for church choirs
and arrangements for brass quintet.
